Weigh-in:  8:00 am 

 

Format:  Pool wrestling.  Each weight class will be divided into two pools, Gold and 

Black.  The Gold pool will be for the best wrestlers and the Black pool will be for the 

others.  Each wrestler will be placed into a pool based on the seeding criteria.  If a pool 

does not become filled, then wrestlers will be placed by a blind draw. Pool winners will 

be decided using the following criteria: 

1. Head to Head 

2. Greatest # of good points 

3. Most falls 

4. Most nearfalls 

5. Most takedowns 

6. Most reversals 

7. Most escapes 

8. Least penalty points 

9. Least amount of time accumulated in falls 

 

Criteria for Good points: 

1. 4 points for Fall, Default, DQ, or Forfeit 

2. 3.5 points for Technical Fall 

3. 3 points for Major Decision 

4. 2 points for decision 

 

Seeding:  We will be running this tournament on Trackwrestling this year.  There will be 

a meeting after weigh-ins to correct any errors or make changes.  Wrestlers will be placed 

in pools based on record, state tournament record, coach’s vote.

Admission:  $5.00 for adults 

         $3.00 for children under 7th grade 

 

Arrival:  Do not arrive before 7:15 am.  The school will be locked until then.  Have 

busses park in the South parking lot after unloading.

Awards:  The top three wrestlers in each pool will receive medals. 
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Hospitality:  A hospitality room will be provided for coaches, wives, administrators, and 

bus drivers.

Mat Area:  It is important to keep the mat area clear.  The only people in the mat area 

should be coaches, wrestlers, and stats people. 

 

Reporting:  Each wrestler will report to the announcer and then be sent to a mat.

tournament is designed to allow wrestlers of equal ability to compete against each other.
